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MANGROVE TREE PLANTING in Philippines

On a clear mid-day last 27June2025 at 1300H, delegations from KRBS and Veritas revisited the Mangrove
Site where 200 mangrove seedlings were planted back in 24March2023, in collaboration with the Davao
Allottee Circle and local government at Punta Dumalag, Matina, Aplaya, Davao City, as part of Veritas’ CSR
Activity.

The mangrove seedlings has sprouted and grown, and with the vast land within the fishing community, Veritas
planted an additional 500 mangrove seedlings. In attendance and engaged in the tree planting activities were
delegates from KRBS: Capt. Sohachi Takimoto-Director and Sr. Managing Executive Officer, KRBS-Kobe, and
Capt. Makoto Kono-Managing Executive Officer and Sr. General Manager, KRBS-ROHQ. Veritas delegation
was led by CE Joemer Gnilo — VP for Operations, alongside 6 office staff, 6 allottees, 6 DMMA cadets, and 5

volunteer personnel from the local government.

Apart from increasing the plantation site for ecological preservation, several needs of the community were
donated to assist in their livelihood and welfare. 8 large fishing nets, 1 kilo of fishing lines and 30 baits/hooks
were given to the residential community, and umbrellas, boots and gloves were given to the local government
and rescuers/volunteers. Veritas will continue its sustainable efforts for the success in promoting
environmental initiatives and community development to where we can give a positive and meaningful

influence.
