Clean-Up Drive at Las Pinas—Parainagque Wetland Park in Philippines

KRBS ROHQ, Manila proudly participated in a Coastal Clean-Up Drive held on Saturday, August 9, 2025,
at the Las Pinas—Paranaque Wetland Park, in coordination with the Department of Environment and
Natural Resources (DENR), Philippines (designated under the Ramsar Convention *). The activity
began with an orientation conducted by DENR, followed by a short documentary video highlighting the

significance of the Wetland Park and the ongoing rehabilitation efforts.

This initiative of KRBS ROHQ was a successful endeavor, demonstrating our ongoing commitment to
environmental protection and sustainability. A total of 69 volunteers including 6 Japanese representative
of KRBS took part in the activity, consist of 33 KRBS ROHQ employees, 7 family members, and 29
cadets from Veritas Maritime Corporation. =~ KRBS ROHQ volunteers collected a total of 717 kilograms
of waste, filling 184 sacks of segregated trash. The collected items included plastic bags and wrappers,
PET bottles and caps, Styrofoam sheet and containers, rubber materials, glass bottles, and discarded cloth

and fiber. This collective effort made a tangible impact in reducing the trash along the coastal areas.

This meaningful activity, which forms part of the “K” LINE Group’s ongoing initiative to encourage active
participation of group companies in environmental preservation efforts. By continuing to take an active role
in sustainability and biodiversity protection, we can collectively help fulfill our mission as outlined in the “K”
LINE Environmental Vision 2050: “Passing on a sustainable society and this blue and beautiful ocean to the

next generation.”

*Ramsar Convention: An international treaty aimed at the conservation and wise use of internationally important wetlands and the flora and
fauna that inhabit them. Its official name is the "Convention on Wetlands of International Importance Especially as Waterfowl Habitat," and it is

commonly referred to as the Ramsar Convention after being adopted at a conference held in Ramsar, Iran in 1971.
