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Training Program for the Seaweed Bed Restoration Project

in Minami Town, Tokushima Prefecture

On October 29, 2025, Kawasaki Kisen Kaisha, Ltd. (“K” Line) conducted a training program
in Minami Town, Tokushima Prefecture, as part of its ongoing support for the Seaweed Bed
Restoration Project led by the General Incorporated Association MOAIBU (hereafter “MOAIBU").
The Nine selected representatives of various ages and experience from our company, “K” Line RoRo
Bulk Ship Management Co., Ltd. participated in this training.

MOAIBU works with local stakeholders to tackle the problem of "rocky shore denudation
(loss of seaweed beds)" in Minami Town, Tokushima Prefecture, which is widely known as a nesting
ground for loggerhead turtles, and is carrying out various activities centered on the restoration of
seaweed beds.

On the day of the training, a total of 22 people from “K” Line Group companies participated,
actively interacting with residents while investigating the current state of seaweed beds,
experiencing restoration techniques, and learning about specific efforts being made to restore
seaweed beds.
